April 4th – May 28th Prom Tickets will launch at 3:00pm. Prom tickets will cost $100 

each. The school will be given an URL by InviteRite which we will then give out to 

students and their families. InviteRite will handle all payments. At this time students will 

also select the table they and their guest/date would like to sit at. There will be NO 

CHANGING of tables once they are selected. Guests will be allowed but MUST be a 

student from SD #33 and approved by an administrator. Forms will be made available to 

students on April 4th.

April 20th Grad Cruise Students will need to be at the school for 3:00pm for bag check 

and bus loading.

Students will 

board the vessel at 5:30pm. No outside food or drinks will be allowed on the boat so 

please only bring what you need.  We will not know until a later date if students will be 

allowed to leave belongings on the bus.
